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Building View enhancements

Boost drawing speeds with new selections
Ongoing improvements have been made to increase 
the speed of the building view, and this release is no 
exception. Zooming, orbiting and navigating larger 
projects are now easier than before. Octree Culling (A) 
is now available in the Visualizer toolbar under Viewing 
Options (B).  

Octree is often used to partition a three-dimensional 
object by subdividing it into eight boxes. Octree 
Culling thus, breaks down how much of the building 
is rendered at any given time.  This enhancement 
applies to any 3D project in Openings Studio™.
 
Note: Octree Culling will be activated by default, but it 
is possible to revert to the previous drawing method by 
turning it off. 

Deselect categories to further improve speeds
Access and view categories (C) of elements such as 
curtain walls, floors, walls, openings tags and more 
under the visibility options available in the Visualizer 
toolbar. If you find that projects are still taking time to 
load, deselecting some of these options can improve 
performance speed.

With the latest update, you will notice significant 
improvements in the line drawing of openings (D) and 
projects in the Visualizer and Building View.
